What you must have on a truck

Ahorn, good tyres with a clear tread pattern, a good exhaust that
isn't noisy, safe steering wheel, mudguards, good brakes at the
front and back, a red reflector.

Tips on driving safely

Drive smoothly, avoiding fast acceleration and shark braking, avoid
over-revving by changing gear, don’t leave your truck idling for a
long period, avoid carrying unnecessary loads.

Safety tips for night driving

Make sure your windscreen and lights are clean, never wear dark  preserying our history
glasses, stop and rest if you are sleepy, don’t blind other drivers Promoting our future
with your trucks headlights - dip them when vehicles are coming
towards you or when following other vehicles.

If you are blinded by the lights of oncoming vehicles: slow down or
stop.

Drivers of trucks often have large blind spots behind and at the side g7
of their truck, so it is a good idea to position your vehicle far
enough back so it can be seen in their side mirrors. This will let the
truck driver know you are there.
